For God so 
loved the world that He gave His only-begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not 
perish but have everlasting life. Lift up your hearts! By the authority of God and of my holy 
office I forgive you all your sins, in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit.

THE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON: Isaiah 6:1-8 
In the year that King Uzziah died I saw the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up; 
and the train of his robe filled the temple. 2 Above him stood the seraphim. Each had six 
wings: with two he covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he 
flew. 3 And one called to another and said: 



“Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; 
the whole earth is full of his glory!” 
 
4 And the foundations of the thresholds shook at the voice of him who called, and the house 
was filled with smoke. 5 And I said: “Woe is me! For I am lost; for I am a man of unclean 
lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King, 
the Lord of hosts!” 
 
6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a burning coal that he had taken 
with tongs from the altar. 7 And he touched my mouth and said: “Behold, this has touched 
your lips; your guilt is taken away, and your sin atoned for.”.  
 
8 And I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send, and who will go for us?” 
Then I said, “Here I am! Send me.”  
  
THE GRADUAL Psalm 102 
P: The nations will fear the name of the Lord: all the kings of the earth will revere your glory. 
For the Lord will rebuild Zion: and appear in his glory.    Alleluia!  Alleluia! The Lord reigns, 
let the earth be glad: let the distant shores rejoice.

16 But they have not all obeyed 
the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed what he has heard from us?” 17 So faith 
comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.

P: The Holy Gospel for this Sunday is written… 
  
C: ♪ Glory be to You, O Lord 
  
On one occasion, while the crowd was pressing in on him to hear the word of God, he was 
standing by the lake of Gennesaret, 2 and he saw two boats by the lake, but the fishermen 
had gone out of them and were washing their nets. 3 Getting into one of the boats, which 



was Simon's, he asked him to put out a little from the land. And he sat down and taught the 
people from the boat. 4 And when he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into 
the deep and let down your nets for a catch.” 5 And Simon answered, “Master, we toiled all 
night and took nothing! But at your word I will let down the nets.” 6 And when they had 
done this, they enclosed a large number of fish, and their nets were breaking. 7 They signaled 
to their partners in the   other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both 
the boats, so that they began to sink. 8 But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at   Jesus' 
knees, saying, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.” 9 For he and all who were 
with him were astonished at the catch of fish that they had taken, 10 and so also were James 
and John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do 
not be afraid; from now on you will be catching men.” 11 And when they had brought their 
boats to land, they left everything and followed him.   
  
P: This is the Holy Gospel of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. 
  
C: ♪ Praise be to You, O Christ. 
 
THE CREED Nicene Creed 
C: I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth and of all 
things visible and invisible. 
 
And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, Begotten of His Father 
before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, Very God of Very God, Begotten, not 
made, Being of one substance with the Father, By Whom all things were made; Who 
for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and was incarnate by the 
Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us 
under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried; and the third day He rose again 
according to the Scriptures; and ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right 
hand of the Father; And He shall come again with glory to judge both the living and 
the dead; Whose kingdom shall have no end.
