Each week of Epiphany reveals 
this to us with increasing clarity, from the Child worshipped by wise men, to the Boy Jesus 
in the temple “about His Father’s business,” to the Man Jesus who reveals His deity through 
His miracles. The Second Person of the Trinity has broken into our earthly world. God has 
appeared among us.
